Greetings Brother Knights, 

We have been making a few changes 
to our weekly Bingos.

MOTION:  A motion was made at the 
November meeting to increase 
annual dues to $40.  (Motion was 
passed unanimously). 
 
PROCESS:  Increasing dues requires 
changing the by-laws. Current by-
laws require that proposed by-law 
changes be sent to membership in 
writing (this message) and that a 
subsequent vote on the motion/by-
law change occur at the next 
meeting. Membership will again vote 
at the December meeting on the 
motion to raise dues to $40 and 
change our by-laws to reflect the new 
amount.  Specific Article 1 By-Law 
change below (the only change is in 
second sentence from $32 to $40): 

Delete:  
Article 1, Section 3:  
"Each member shall pay annual 
dues, the same to be payable 
quarterly in advance at the first 

regular meetings in January, April, 
July and October. The Annual dues 
of members shall be $32.00, 
excepting insured members under 26 
years of age whose dues shall be one-
half of that sum, honorary members 
who shall pay $10.00, and honorary 
life members who shall pay nothing. 
Except as above stated, the dues of 
associate and insurance members 
shall be the same." 
 
Replace with:  
Article 1, Section 3:  
"Each member shall pay annual 
dues, the same to be payable 
quarterly in advance at the first 
regular meetings in January, April, 
July and October. The Annual dues 
of members shall be $40.00, 

excepting insured members under 26 
years of age whose dues shall be one-
half of that sum, honorary members 
who shall pay$10.00, and honorary 
life members who shall pay nothing. 
Except as above stated, the dues of 
associate and insurance members 
shall be the same." 
 
DISCUSSION:  This motion is being 
made to address the decrease in 
council funding. Various efforts are 
being addressed in order to improve 
the council financial status (budget 
changes, bingo changes, fund raising, 
etc). The membership must now 
exercise effective leadership by 
providing to its own treasury in a 
reasonable manner.  
 
This matter will be resolved at the 
December 2nd meeting during 
current/old business.
