Think of retirement as a three 
legged stool. In order to 
maintain balance, you need all 
three legs…or there is a real 
possibility of a crash!  
 
One leg consists of the benefits 
the government offers 
you.  Debate rages about the 
viability of future benefits, and 
my best advice is to stay tuned 
to the discussion and make sure 
you are aware of what is 
planned for those benefits.  Any 
change in future promises 
should be accounted for when 
we get to the third leg.  
 
The second leg is your 
company’s pension plan, either 
defined benefit (such as a 
traditional pension: you work so 
many years and the company 
provides you with so much 
monthly benefit) or defined 
contribution (such as the 
popular 401K plans).  Again, 
some of these plans, particularly 
traditional, are under 
stress.
